ou may have noticed that progress on the Luxborough Street
affordable housing scheme is picking up pace.

- The attenuation tank has been
installed. The tank is stored
underground and acts as a buffer
to store excess rainwater, which in
turn removes the risk of flooding

The ground floor slab of the
building has been cast and had
concrete poured, this be the
floor of all ground floor flats

Reinforcement and concrete pour
to the first floor is complete
