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Voluntary Sector Funding in Westminster – Plans for the Future
Westminster City Council and NHS Westminster are working with voluntary and community sector representatives
 to review the way funds are provided to the sector.  Together, we are looking at what happens now and what local groups think about the process.  We will also look at what works well in other places and set out some different options for the future.  We are doing this to develop a stronger and more sustainable relationship in the future, better able to withstand the pressures created by limited resources.  

A consultation report will be circulated at the beginning of August 2010 and we really want to hear your comments on the options up until the deadline of Friday 22nd October.  There will be lots of opportunities to discuss the report and feedback your views at community meetings during the consultation period. The consultation report will be available in alternative formats on request.  Paper copies will also be available.  Details will be provided on how to obtain alternative versions.    

This year the Council and NHS Westminster will not be inviting voluntary and community groups to bid for funding for 2011-12 until the review is complete and all views considered.  This is because the review may recommend a different way of providing funds.  We will inform all organisations in December 2010 about the new arrangements for funding that should be in place from July 2011 onwards.    
If you are receiving a grant from the Council or NHS Westminster this year, you may get a further three months funding (to June 2011).  This will depend on the type of project or service you are funded for.  A letter will be sent later this week to all organisations currently receiving grant funding to explain whether you will get this extension of funding.
