This free festival of live international music and includes a wide range of genres and styles. Partners in this event include eleven national organisations based in South Kensington (see below). Over 30,000 people attended this event in 2009. It’s also part of a wider European Music Festival that promotes free music on the nearest weekend to 21 June each year.
